To mark a cell, find a person from the group who: 1) meets the requirement described in each cell of the table or 2) knows someone who meets the requirement (indirect tie). Have that person sign in that cell to show they meet that requirement. If they are an indirect tie to someone who meets the requirement, place an “X” in the [indirect] box above their name. You may only use each person twice in your grid. Also, only one indirect tie can be used to get 4 in a row.
